FROM HOUSTON and WEST:  Take I-10 East to Baton Rouge.  In Baton Rouge, take Exit 155B, I-110 North.  Follow I-110 North to Exit 6 (Metro Airport/Southern University).  Turn left onto Harding Boulevard, LA 408 West.  Follow LA 408 West, crossing Scenic Highway and the overpass.  The F. G. Clark Activity Center will be on the right. 

FROM SHREVEPORT and NORTH: Take I-49 South to US 190 (Opelousas).  Turn left onto US 190 East.  Go approximately 55 miles.  In Baton Rouge, take I-110 North, then take Exit 6 (Metro Airport/Southern University).  Turn left onto Harding Boulevard, LA 408 West.  Follow LA 408 West, crossing Scenic Highway and the overpass.  The F. G. Clark Activity Center will be on the right. 

FROM MOBILE and EAST: Take I-10 West to I-12 West from Mobile/Slidell.  In Baton Rouge, take Exit 155B, I-110 North.  Follow I-110 North to Exit 6 (Metro Airport/Southern University).  Turn left onto Harding Boulevard, LA 408 West.  Follow LA 408 West, crossing Scenic Highway and the overpass.  The F. G. Clark Activity Center will be on the right. 

FROM BTR Airport:  Follow signs out of airport rental car area toward Baton Rouge on Veterans Memorial Boulevard.  Make a right onto Harding Boulevard, LA 408 West.  Follow LA 408 West, crossing Scenic Highway and the overpass.  The F. G. Clark Activity Center will be on the right.
