I. REQUIREMENTS FOR PLACEMENT TEST VALIDITY:

1) Students are allowed to take only ONE placement test for Spring 2014
2) Placement tests for French 101 and Spanish 101 are available only for students who received credit for French 100 and Spanish 100 respectively.

3) Placement tests for Spanish 100 and French 100 are NOT permitted for students who received credit for one or more of the following courses: ARABIC 100, CHINESE 100, GERMAN 100, PORTUGUESE 100, SWAHILI 100, WOLOF 100.
4) Students who took a placement test in French or Spanish (100 & 101) in the previous semester(s) are not allowed to take the same placement tests.
5) Students are responsible for meeting the number of credit hours required by their college/SUBR. Students who pass the placement test and thus exceed the number of credit hours for Spring 2014 are responsible for correcting their course schedule.
6) Native speakers are not allowed to take a placement test in their native language.

Students who do not respect the above requirements will be disqualified.
Students WHO PASS the placement test will receive 3 credit hours upon paying $15.00 for processing fees before the deadline (TBA on January 15, 2014).
