X-TIPS FOR DOING WELL IN THIS CLASS

When you read Kiswahili sentences, dialogues, stories, etc., do so OUT LOUD. Reading out loud (rather than silently to oneself, called “sub-vocalizing”) helps you to learn more deeply and to remember more efficiently.

Do the homework assignments conscientiously and turn them in on time.
